18 people were present for the meeting. 

Clerk Debi Moltzan called the meeting to order at 8:25 p.m.  Ray Sonnenberg made a motion to nominate Tim Hockett as moderator.  Kathy Glawe second.  All in favor.  Motion carried.  

Hockett led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Clerk Moltzan read the minutes from the 2017 annual meeting. Hockett called for a motion.  Rod Boyer stated that if there were no additions or corrections, the minute stood as approved without a motion.  Minutes stood as approved.    

Treasurer Glawe gave the Treasurers report.  Glawe and the Board Members answered the questions of the attendees pertaining to the expenses.  Ray Sonnenberg made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report as presented.  DuWayne Sonnenberg second.  All in favor.  Motion carried.  
The 2019 levy was discussed.  The Supervisor’s felt that the General and Fire Funds were adequate where they were in 2017, but felt that the Road and Bridge fund should be raised due to the upcoming projects.  Bev Hockett made a motion to set the 2019 levy as follows:  General Fund - $65,000; Road and Bridge Fund - $290,000; and Fire Fund - $60,000.  Dennis Pausch second.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

John Turgeon, Lake Sybil Cemetery Board, addressed the meeting with a request for a donation for the cemetery to help with the upkeep, requesting $500.00.  Discussion was held regarding if it is possible for the TWP to donate funds, what happens if the Board dissolves and the cemetery become abandoned, etc.  Moltzan stated that the State laws do allow the residents of the TWP to donate money and that if the cemetery becomes abandoned for a long enough period, then the TWP would have to do the entire upkeep.  DuWayne Sonnenberg made a motion to donate $500.00 to the cemetery.  Ray Sonnenberg second.  
Rod Boyer questioned if this had been budgeted.  Moltzan stated that the cemetery board had been at an earlier meeting to discuss this and the Board was aware that they may come back with the request.  Although it was not specifically spelled out in the budget, the TWP is financially sound enough this year for the donation.  Moltzan also suggested that future requests should be submitted before the Budget and Audit Meeting in February.  

A vote was called, with all in favor.  Motion carried.

The 2019 annual election and meeting will be held on the second Tuesday of March.  Wes Kellogg made two motions one to set the election hours from 4:00 p.m. until 8:00 p.m. and one to set the annual meeting to be held at 8:15 p.m., both of which are to take place at the Hobart Town Hall.  DuWayne Sonnenberg second both motions.  All in favor.  Motion carried.  

Albert Doll gave an update from the Frazee Fire Department, the new equipment they are looking at getting, and how the Vergas and Frazee Departments work together.  Doll also thanked the residents for the donations and reminded the residents of the upcoming fund raiser.  
Since there was no further business to come before the residents of Hobart Township, Ray Sonnenberg made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  DuWayne Sonnenberg second.  All in favor.  Motion carried.
