Discussion was held regarding the need to transfer money from the road and bridge fund to cover the payments on the loans for road projects.  Since the road and bridge fund had a general increase rather than a special assessment, the taxes come as one lump sum and not designated for the loan.  Therefore there is the need to transfer funds from the road and bridge account to the Camp Cherith Road fund.  Likewise delinquent taxes have been collected on the Lake 7 loan, which had been paid out of the road and bridge fund.  Therefore the current balance in the Lake 7 Indebtness fund should be returned to the road and bridge fund.  Kellogg made a motion to approve these transfers and to allow the Treasurer to make future transfers for these situations as they arise.  D Sonnenberg second.  All in favor.  Motion carried. 
The Board discussed upcoming road projects and the possible need for funding and grants.  Kellogg made a motion to allow the Clerk to reach out to agencies inquiring about grants and funding.  D Sonnenberg second.  All in favor.  Motion carried.
